While the
state’s report simply illustrates our
school’s CSAP scores from last
year, “Our Report to Parents”
compares our performance over
the last several years. The report
will include bar charts which will
help parents see our growth over
time in each subject area and

grade level tested. The School
Accountability Report and “Our
Report to Parents” give informa-
tion about the school as a whole.
However, if parents want similar
information on how their child
performs, they can go online to
the district’s website at
www.adams12.org. Got to the
“parents” section under “student
learning” click on “ScholarsMart”.
This will take viewers directly to
ScholarsMart, an electronic sys-
tem which enables parents to
monitor their child’s performance.
This report also gives parents
specific information about hoe our
school is benefiting from the mill
levy override which was passed by
voters in 2004. Those funds are

being used across the district to
provide additional support for
students in meeting grade level
requirements and graduation
requirements.
