Principal’s Notes... 

District choice process 

Last year, the Adams 12 Five Star 

Schools received more than 2,000 

Choice applications for the 2008-2009 

school year. In accordance with the 

state’s open enrollment law, the dis-

trict’s Choice Program allows students 

to apply to schools outside their normal  

attendance boundary. Those who are 

approved for Choice are responsible for 

their own transportation. Both in-

district and out-of-district students can 

apply for Choice. Out-of-district Choice 

requests are considered after in-district 

applications. Acceptance to a Choice 

school is based upon several criteria: 

availability of space, sufficient teaching 

staff, appropriate programs and the 

necessary facilities for special needs 

students. The deadline for priority con-

sideration is January 15, 2009. Par-

ents and students submitting an appli-

cation for priority consideration will be 

notified of the results of their applica-

tion in February 2009. If the number of 

requests exceeds the spaces available 

for priority consideration in a given 

school, the district will hold a lottery. 

The second and final deadline 

to submit a Choice application 

for the 2009-2010 school year 

will be March 15, 2009. These 

requests will be considered 

based upon the date of applica-

tion. Notification of approval or 

denial will be made no later 

than the first week of April. 

Applications received after 

March 15, 2009 will not be 

considered for the 2009-2010 

school year. Parents of all day 

tuition-based kindergartners 

should note enrollment in that 

program does not automatically 

mean the student will go to the 

same school for first grade. 

That student must apply  

through the Choice Program for 

first grade placement if he/she 

wants to go to a school other 

than his/her boundary school. 

While not a guarantee, when 

possible, priority will be given to 

siblings’ applications for Choice 

so that families will attend the 

same school.

American and Latino (one girl wrote her fable in Spanish), as well as a boy who was blind and a girl who 

was homeless. This entertaining and meaningful play promotes recycling in a fun way, and teaches sim-

ple but valuable lessons for life.
