BE THE BEAR!

Know the difference between a cold & flu symptoms

Fever is rare with a cold. Fever is usually present with the flu in up to 80% of flu cases. A
temperature of 100 F or higher for 31 4 days is associated with the flu. A hacking, produc-
tive (mucus - producing) cough is often present with a cold. A nonproductive cough is usu-
ally present with the flu. Slight body aches and pains can be a part of a cold. Severe aches
and pains are common with the flu. Stuffy nose is commonly present with a cold and typi-
cally resolves spontaneously within a week. Stuffy nose is not commonly present with the
flu. Chills are uncommon with a cold. 60% of people who have the flu experience chills.
Tiredness is fairly mild with a cold. Tiredness is moderate to severe with the flu. Sneezing
is commonly present with a cold. Sneezing is not common with the flu. Cold symptoms
tend to develop over a few days. The flu has a rapid onset within 3 - 6 hours. The flu hits
hard and includes sudden symptoms like high fever, aches and pains. A headache is fairly
uncommon with a cold. A headache is very common with the flu, present in 80% of flu
cases. Sore throat is commonly present with a cold. Sore throat is not commonly present
with the flu. Chest discomfort is mild to moderate with a cold. Chest discomfort is often se-
vere with the flu.

We are soon adding Writing to
our Homework routine! The children will first be responsible for writing a complete sentence
each day with one of our Spelling words. The sentence should include a complete thought, nice hand-

writing, space between words, a capital letter at the beginning and appropriate punctuation at the end. Please make sure the
sentence is free of errors  before turning it in each day. In time, we will expand the writing homework to other types of writ-
ing prompts. Thank you for your continued support at home!

The second grade teachers would like to thank all of the families who attended conferences.
We enjoyed sharing Second Grade with you the success of all of the students. Second grade students have fin-
ished Unit 2 in Every- day Math and will soon begin unit 3. Goals for Unit 3 include that students
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know all addition facts and easy subtraction facts, can show
and can tell time to 5 minute intervals. We have started our first Science unit called Liquids, Solids and

Gases. Ask your student what they know about these things. We are working on the reading strategies asking questions
while reading and determining importance. Have your child practice these at home by having them ask questions while reading and
picking out the most important information in the text. Talking with your student about their reading is a great way to deepen their com-
prehension. We have finished letter writing and are starting research writing. Students are working on taking notes, having a topic
and conclusion sentence and putting detail from a text rahildo
everyday.

Wow! Where did October go?! We enjoyed meeting with each of you at Parent Teacher
Confer- ences. Can you believe it, a third of the school year is almost over? The first trimester
will end on Nov

13th, Report cards will go home soon afterwards. Third graders really enjoyed the Human
Body: Muscles and Bones Unit, and the visit from the Museum of Nature and Science (Move It). Our next science unit
will focus on Matter and Energy. Third graders will learn about the Scientific Process, too. In math, we are on Unit 3.
This unit focuses on Measurement, using Metric and US Customary units. Please continue to work with your child on
basic addition and subtraction problems. Your child should read 30 minutes each night. You can use the comprehension
questions on the third grade website to see how well your child understands the story. We appreciate your continued
support.

FOU rth Grad are studying Colorado Native Americans and how they influenced and im-
pacted Colorado. Our study of Native Americans includes trunks from Longmont, Colorado
Museum with real artifacts and information, power points and literature. Students are currently
working on: writing different types of poetry, fiction story writing and reading strategies to build comprehension and
writing skills. Unit Four in mathematics will begin a more formal study of decimals through thousandths. Metric units
of length and conversions will be studied. Unit 4 has four main areas of focus: * To extend the base-ten place-value sys-
tem to decimals, * To review and extend basic concepts, notation, and applications for decimals, * To extend whole-
number methods of addition and subtraction to decimals, and * To review relationships among metric units of length,
and guide students as they use them. Please continue to reinforce basic addition and subtraction facts to twenty. We
are off to a fantastic start and enjoy the opportunity to be your child’s teacher. The fourth grade team.

Fourth Graders
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Well, here we are at the end of October with a month and a half of the school year hav-
ing passed. We were so glad to have the chance to discuss our students’ progress at our Parent-Teacher Conferences. It
is so essential to have an open line of communication with all of our parents to assure that each student will succeed.
As for what’s new with our curriculum, we recently completed our first Science unit of the year, Magnetism and Electric-
ity. We are now switching back to
Social Studies and probably our favorite unit of the year, Colonization. Our students have first-hand experience in the
hardships of colonization through an interactive simulation called Discovery. We would like to thank our PTO for re-
cently providing the funding to replace our consumable Discovery materials.

We do have a couple of field trips coming up between now and Winter Break. We are tentatively scheduled to attend a
screening of the film, “A Christmas Carol” on November 13th, after which we will read the Charles Dickens novel. The
fifth-grade class will also have a bowling party on our last day before Winter Break, Friday, December 18th. Our plan is
to send home permission forms for both of these field trips at the same time to allow our parents to write just one check
for the field trip fees.

Halloween Guidelines

1. For safety reasons, masks or makeup should not cover the student’s face in a manner that
makes the student unrecognizable.

2. Toy/facsimile guns are not allowed.

3. Other toy weapons (knives, swords, bats) should be approved by administrators and are only
allowable if the item is clearly a toy.

4. Costumes that are overly graphic or promote violence or might logically be assumed to be offen-
sive to others are not acceptable.

5. Costumes that are sexually suggestive and would otherwise violate school’s dress code are not
appropriate.

6. Costumes should not include items which are likely to disrupt class.

7. Costumes of sports teams (professional or otherwise) are permissible, provided the costume
doesn’t violate other restrictions noted in this directive.

8. In all cases where costumes may be questionable, students should have the costume approved
by an administrator prior to wearing to school.
